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These terms are obligatory for all exhibitors (forwarders) and other participants of exhibition events, hereinafter the "Customers".

1. GENERAL PROVISIONS

ZAO "ExpoWesTrans" (hereinafter "EWT") is the General (Official) Forwarding Agent of exhibitions, fairs and shows organized and held with the assistance of ZAO "EXPOCENTR" at Central Exhibition Complex ZAO "EXPOCENTR" hereinafter the "Exhibition".

2. PREPARATION OF DOCUMENTS AND INFORMATION ABOUT CARGO, INFORMATION ABOUT CARGO DISPATCH.

To ensure unimpeded delivery of cargo to the exhibition and to avoid delays in customs registration:

2.1 The Customer shall send his enquiry in advance, specifying his data, name of the exhibition, nomenclature of goods and type of transport.

2.2 «EWT» shall furnish instructions, recommendations, etc., concerning the specific features of handling the cargo with use of certain handling equipment, also inform about preparation of shipping and customs documents according to the chosen type of transportation; information about time of delivery by that type of transport, specific features of customs formalities of cargo in complience with the nomenclature of goods; deadlines for giving invoices/packing lists for checking the possibility of customs clearance and preliminary calculation of  services.

2.3 The Customer shall submit in advance the schedules of cargo arrival to the exhibition, indicating the number of consignments, weight, etc. on each type of transport, and also information about planned date of delivery to the booth.
2.4 The Customer shall send invoices/packing lists (in Excel format) prepared in accordance with the requirements of customs authorities of the Russian Federation; thereafter the Customer shall dispatch the cargo and send copies of documents (loading list, waybill (CMR (TIR), AWB, B/L).

3. PACKING AND MARKING

All cargo packages must be marked, indicating the name of the exhibition, exhibitor, number of pavilion/stand, ordinal number of cargo package (e.g. 2/12, where "2" is the ordinal number of package and "12" - total number of packages in cargo lot of one exhibitor), gross and net weights, dimensions of packages and their volumes. Cargo packages must be provided with means of controllable access (locks, edge tape, scotch tape, seals, etc.).

Information materials, also representation products and souvenirs must be shipped in packages separately from the rest of cargo. 

If the packing of cargo, discharged for handling, doesn’t correspond with the requirements of international standards, GOSTs and other regulation documents (e.g. are absent or unreadable warnings about fragility of the contents, order of warehousing (piling up) of cargo of certain kind, absent data on dimensions and weight (gross and net) of cargo, spots are not marked where hoisting grips have to be attached and so on), «EWT» shall have the right to require from the Customer to present the lacking information about the cargo in writing or a written confirmation that the Customer won’t have any claims to EWT for possible damages of the cargo.

4. DELIVERY OF CARGO TO THE EXHIBITION AREA

4.1. Vehicle consignments.

4.1.1. The cargo that arrives to the exhibition by vehicles shall be unloaded and delivered to the stand (or as close to the stand as possible), indicated by the Customer, such delivery being done by forces and technical means of «EWT» and determined by «EWT», taking into account of Customer's recommendations.

4.1.2. The unloading and delivery to the stand (or as close to the stand as possible) shall be done ONLY in the presence of the Customer or a representative person. The CUSTOMER, shall be responsible for all possible losses caused by late arrival or absence of the Customer, or his representative (demurrage of vehicle(s), loss of cargo, etc.).

4.1.3. The “EWT” can render a ramp (14-tonne load-lifting capacity) for unloading self-propelled exhibits.

4.1.4. Use of another’s handling facilities, including manipulators, mounted on vehicles, is forbidden. Also the use of multilifts for loading/unloading other means of transport, as well as for doing other operations with cargo is not allowed ("General Terms of Participation" ZAO "EXPOCENTR", Part 6).

4.1.5. In exceptional cases cargo shall be delivered only to pavilions. Such exceptional cases mean extraordinary situations or factors that impede delivery to the booth and are beyond “EWT” control. In such cases cargo handling shall be considered completed and calculations are made at the rates of Part 1, “EWT” Tariffs, in full. Further handling of cargo is made on Customer's instructions, providing labour and handling equipment on the basis of actually spent time with calculations made at the rates of Part 5, “EWT” Tariffs.

4.1.6. If vehicle is unloaded by Customer itself without use of technical means, but with «EWT» means applied partially, calculations shall be made at the rates 1.4 and 1.1, Part 1, “EWT” Tariffs, accordingly.

4.1.7. For cargo that requires the use of a crane, as well as for heavy and oversized cargo that needs application of special means or conditions to perform unloading/loading or building up and dismantling operations, the Customer shall be obliged to submit technical data for such cargo (slinging diagram, etc.) and his recommendations in advance.

4.1.8. To handle cargo with the use of crane, «EWT» applies standard hoisting devices (slings, hoist cable). The Customer shall in this case be obliged to provide special hoisting device - traverse (with technical certificates attached thereto).

4.2. Container consignments.
4.2.1. The containers (10-, 20- and 40-footers) that arrive at the exhibition by trucks or railway transport shall be unloaded nearby pavilions (without unloading their contents) for the period of mantling and dismantling
4.2.2. Contents of containers shall be unloaded and deliver to the stand by Customer order; on the basis of the rates of Part 1.1. of “EWT” Tariffs.

4.2.3. In case of multimodal consignment the Customer shall ensure the delivery of cargo to the exhibition via mutually agreed ports of discharged by paying up freight expenses.

4.3. Air consignments.
4.3.1. The cargo delivered by air transport shall be delivered by «EWT» from the airports of Moscow city to the exhibition territory and placed at the warehouse of temporary storage until the Customer arrives.

4.3.2. Delivery to the stand shall be carried out ONLY in the presence of the Customer or his representative person.

4.3.3. The “EWT” shall not accept for handling any cargo delivered as hand luggage or by courier service (DHL, UPS, etc.) as long as cargo deliveres by ATA Carnet.
4.3.4. The time of arrival of cargo to the airport - at least 7 days prior to the exhibition opening day. In case of late arrival “EWT” shall not guarantee the delivery of cargo to the Customer's stand by the day of Exhibition opening.
4.4. Railway consignments.
4.4.1. The cargo that arrives by railway transport shall be delivered by “EWT” to the exhibition area and delivered to the warehouse of temporary storage until the Customer comes.

4.4.2. Delivery to the stand shall be carried out ONLY in the presence of the Customer or his representative person, payment for the delivery shall be made at the rates of Part  4 of “EWT” Tariffs.

4.5. General provisions.
4.5.1. The Customer shall be responsible for all possible expenses caused by untimely arrival of the Customer or his representative person at the moment the cargo is delivered to the stand.

4.5.2. The cargo that arrives after the exhibition has been opened, can be delivered by “EWT” to the Customer's stand or returned abroad on the terms that are subject to the parties' agreement in each particular case.

4.5.3. The cargo that arrives after the exhibition has been closed in the absence of the Customer, shall be returned to the address of the sender at the expense of the Customer and «EWT» shall be indemnified all extra expenses it has suffered (payments for storage services, customs formalities, customs duties, fines, freight, etc.).

4.5.4. Handling of untimely arrived cargo by 

· vehicle - 24 hours before exhibition opening or later,

· air transport - 96 hours before exhibition opening or later,

then extra charge shall be levied at the rate 6.2, Part 6, EWT Tariffs.

4.5.5. All kinds of done work shall be confirmed by the Customer upon their completion by signing a Certificate on the basis of which payments will be calculated for the rendered services.

5. CUSTOMS FORMALITIES.

5.1. Requirements to shipping documents.

5.1.1 Transportation of cargo by vehicles requires from the Customer such documents as TIR Carnet and International Consignment Note (CMR). The lists of transported goods in the form of packing lists, invoices, specifications must be attached. Shipping documents must be filled-in strictly in compliance with the requirements of CDPG Convention, and TIR Carnet - to the Convention of its own.

5.1.2 As provided for by the RF Customs Legislation any lot of goods costing more than 120000 USD can be transported from the border and up to the point of destination under customs escort (convoy). The Customer may order such customs convoy by itself at the border or through "EWT". The latter shall order customs convoy only after the Customer gives necessary information about cargo and type of transport. All expenses involved in ordering customs convoy shall be incurred by the Customer.

5.1.3 Transportation of cargo by air is carried out by the Customer according to the rules of international air transportation and with the use of Master Air Waybill (MAWB).

5.1.4 Transportation of cargo by railway transport is carried out by the Customer according to the rules of international railway transportation and with the use of Railway Waybill (RWB).

5.1.5 In case of multimodal consignment, transportation of cargo is carried out by the Customer according to the international rules and requirements that are obligatory for each kind of transport.

5.1.6 When concluding an agreement on transportation and forwarding service for a certain exhibition and for preparation shipping and customs documents in compliance with the chosen by the Customer type of transport, «EWT» shall provide the Customer with main data (name and address of Consignee, name and code of customs office, certificate No. - all of them to be included into the register of temporary storage owners).

5.1.7 To carry out customs formalities for exhibition goods and means of transport the Customer, or an authorized person, must prepare lists of exhibits, stand fittings consumable materials, samples, souvenirs; such lists shall be made in the form of invoices, packing lists, specifications (see Appendixes No. 1 - form of packing list/invoice, No. 2 - instructions on filling-in packing list/invoice, No. 3 - form of loading list (cargo manifest).

5.1.8 The data, mentioned in the packing lists/invoices must exactly coincide with the factual contents of the packages.

5.1.9 Whatever the kind of transportation might be, the shipping documents must be appended with 5 copies of packing lists/invoices, their number corresponding to that specified in the instruction on filling in packing lists/invoices..

5.2. Customs clearance.

5.2.1 The Customer must bear in mind that customs shall permit temporary import of exhibition goods only on the condition of their 100% identification. The quantity of goods must be consistent with the purpose of their import - display. The Customer shall assume the obligation that with the exhibition over, the goods will be free to take back in unchanged conditions. Customs clearance rates shall be paid for customs clearance procedures..

5.2.2 It is strictly prohibited to sell or present the temporarily imported goods to physical persons.

5.2.3 The customs may however allow for free circulation of consumable exhibition goods (samples of products, printed matter, inexpensive souvenirs with firm logo, petty standfitting, household and stationery goods), taking into account that the quantity and cost of such goods are consistent with the duration of exhibition, thematics of the event, the extent to which the exhibitor participates in the exhibition, the number of exhibition visitors. For such goods the Customs shall charge customs duty according to the customs tariffs of Russia and fees for customs clearance + 18% VAT.

5.2.4 In the process of customs clearance in the presence of «EWT» representative, the customs officials shall examine a lot of goods to see whether the data, declared by the Customer in the shipping documents, coincide with the factual contents. Should some discrepancies in quantity, quality and/or some other characteristics of the goods be detected, the customs authorities shall have the right to initiate the procedure on violation of customs regulations, such violation envisaged in relevant article(s) of the RF Administrative Code of Law Infringements. All losses, connected with violation of customs regulations, shall be incurred by the Customer.

5.2.5 Customs shall control over the coding of goods, declared by the Customer in line with TN FTA (Trade Nomenclature of Foreign Trade Activities (similar to the Brussels Trade Nomenclature (BTN), and shall be competent to change coding to make it consistent with the RF Customs Legislation, which may change the rate of customs duty.

5.2.6 Customs shall have the right to correct the customs value of goods, both up and down.

5.2.7 Article 128 of the RF Customs Code envisages that at Customer’s discretion (in order to speed up the process of customs clearance) goods of different descriptions, included into one lot, may be declared under one classification BTN code, provided that such classification code corresponds to the highest rate of customs duty, which will accordingly increase customs duties to be paid.

5.2.8 According to the international and Russian legislation some categories of goods, imported into RF territory, are subject to non-tariff regulation, i.e. when such goods are imported, customs will require to submit additional authorizing documents of state authorities - licenses, certificates, permits. To such goods belong:

· some foodstuff products, alcoholic drinks, tobacco products, natural flowers, plants, etc.;

· cosmetics and perfumes, personal care products;

· radio-electronic and high-frequency equipment;

· refrigerators, air conditioners, other goods that can contain ozone-destroying substances.

· Categories of goods are subject to licensing).

5.2.9 “EWT” acts as a “Temporary Import” guarantor for customs authorities. The Customer must bear in mind that after the exhibition is over, customs shall execute the export formalities for exhibits; during this process customs officials, in the presence of “EWT” representatives, shall examine the cargo to see that the conditions of goods, declared by «EWT» for return export, correspond to those in fact. If some of the goods are absent, replaced with other or contain unspecified enclosures, the customs authorities shall be competent to initiate the procedure connected with violation of customs regulations. «EWT» shall in this case bear responsibility for such violation and may be fined in the amount of 300% of goods price assessed by customs. Any losses, caused by violation of customs regulations, shall be incurred by the Customer.

5.2.10 Customs clearance of double-designation goods. To get customs permit for importing into territory of Russia some goods which can be used both for peaceful and military purposes, the exhibitor must (through the agency of a Russian organizer), at least four (4) months prior to importing such exhibition goods, address the Expert Control Department of the Ministry of Defense, submitting necessary technical documentation and asking under what category of products such instruments, equipment and so on should be classified. Should the goods be classified as military products, it must be borne in mind that import of such goods is allowed only for the events listed by the RF Government. 

5.2.11 «EWT» does not perform customs clearance for articles made from precious stones and precious metals, pearls and amber. These goods may be cleared solely at the Central Excise Customs by the TBSS Customs Broker (125493, Moscow, ul.Smolnaya, d.l2, tel. (007-495) 788-3874).

5.2.12 Registration at the exhibition of purchased goods, that have been registered by Customs authorities on "Temporary import" terms.

Presently the procedure of the changing of the customs terms is very much difficult and practically unrealizable. 
“EWT” does not carry out customs formalities of the goods, arriving:

· as personal luggage;

· by courier service (DHL, TNT, UPS, FedEx, etc.);

· Through ATA Carnet.

Customs clearnace of ATA Carnet shipments is done by holder of the Carnet by himself.

6. EXTRA SERVICES OFFERED AT THE EXHIBITION

«EWT» shall render the Customer services in placing his cargo at warehouse, handling of containers, putting hands and hoisting mechanisms at Customer's disposal, rendering services connected with transportation of goods by any type of transport, both in the territory of Russian Federation and other countries. The freight conditions and tariff rate shall be subject to mutual agreement.

6.1. Warehousing.

6.1.1. «EWT» shall offer outdoor and indoor warehouse areas for storage during the exhibition event and after it’s finished.
6.1.2. The Customer must prepare the cargo for transportation. «EWT» shall accept for warehousing only duly packed packages. The Customer must pack cargo packages (have them edged with Scotch, if necessary) and mark them with the name of the exhibition, No. of individual package and total number of packages in a lot, name of exhibit, etc. The Customer shall provide his own means that will make cargo packages accessible to control (see i. 3).

6.1.3. Only duly packed cargo shall be accepted for warehousing by «EWT»; in this «EWT» shall count individual package pieces, not package enclosures; “EWT” shall also assume no responsibility for hidden defects and shortages that might result from improper packing of goods or absence of packing at all, also due to gradient of temperature, lack of anticorrosion grease, other special features of cargo of which the Customer failed to warn «EWT».

6.1.4. Any cargo kept at the stand (in pavilion) shall be stored at the risk of the Customer. «EWT» shall assume responsibility at the moment the cargo is transferred at the stand.

6.1.5. «EWT» shall accept cargo for storage merely by counting the number of packages, without checking the contents.

6.1.6. Transfer of cargo for storage shall be formally executed by signing a Storage Order, stating the purpose of storage. Attached to such order shall be packing lists/invoices appurtenant to the cargo transferred for storage.

6.2. Handling of empties.

6.2.1. «EWT» shall carry empties away from the Customer's stand, keep them in store during exhibition activities and then bring them back to the Customer's pavilion gates prior to beginning of the day that follows the official close of the exhibition.

6.2.2. The beginning of empties taking away shall be determined by their readiness for handling. Cases/cartons must be closed (Scotch-edged if necessary), marked with the pavilion No., stand No., name of exhibiting firm. «EWT» shall provide labels in need.

6.2.3. If packing contains some cargo therein, they shall not be regarded as empties and their storage should be executed separately. «EWT» shall not be responsible for cargo delivered for storage as empties.

6.2.4. Storage of empties in places unintended for their storing is forbidden.
6.3. Provision of labour and handling equipment.

6.3.1. «EWT» shall provide labour and handling equipment (forklift, crane) to do operations with the Customer's cargo (build-in/dismantling of equipment, removing/installing cargo from/upon pallet(s), packing/ unpacking, other operations with cargo).

6.3.2. The Customer may order labour and handling equipment exclusively with «EWT».

6.3.3. Orders for labour, forklift shall be accepted until 12.00 a.m. of the previous day; orders for crane - 3 days in advance. The order shall be executed in the form of appropriate documents.

6.3.4. When ordering labour and handling equipment to perform unloading/loading and buildin-up/dismantling operations the Customer submit to «EWT» relevant slinging diagrams, instructions and other documents and technical regulations that would ensure safety of work and safeguard of labour. The ordered workers and drivers shall be at the Customer's disposal. The Customer shall take care of building-up and dismantling operations and of packing and unpacking of cargo. In this, will «EWT» authorized official will undertake general management over building-up/dismantling operations in which his hoisting mechanisms have to be used. In carrying out such operations the Customer shall be obliged to observe safety precautions requirements in compliance with the current legislation of the Russian Federation and fire safety rules, acting-on the exhibition territory, and be responsible for their observation.

6.3.5 If the Customer gives up some earlier ordered services, he shall pay the cost of the ordered handling equipment and labour.

6.3.6 «EWT» shall be at liberty to invite third persons for performing services and works, without agreeing it with the Customer.

7. DISPATCH CARGO FROM THE EXHIBITION.

7.1. Any cargo intended for return must be presented by the Customer as prepared for transportation and packed in conformity with packing lists/invoices which were also prepared for return transportation.

7.2. Customer shall pack the cargo by itself and assume responsibility for correctness and consistency of packing for transportation.

7.3. «EWT» shall accept the cargo for shipment by merely counting the number of packages but with no re-count and check-out of packages contents. «EWT» shall assume no responsibility for hidden defects and inconsistency with packing lists/invoices attached thereto.

7.4. The fact of cargo transfer for return dispatch shall be confirmed by Transport Order, signed by the Parties and filled-in by the Customer who specifies the name and address of the consignee, also data of cargo and type of transport.

7.5. Any cargo to be shipped by air and railway transport shall be placed at «EWT» warehouse as soon as the cargo has been handed over.

7.6. Any cargo to be exported in container shall be loaded thereinto on the conditions that acted during cargo import (i. 4.2.2) and kept in store till taking away from the territory afforded by «EWT».

7.7. Any cargo to be shipped by vehicles of the Customer shall be loaded directly from the stand. The time on which vehicles are submitted shall be agreed with «EWT».

7.8. Whenever the bulk of cargo to be shipped away by vehicles is too or exhibition dismantling time is very short, or for some other reasons impeding the possibility to supply vehicles before the end of official dismantling of the exhibition, also proceeding from the fact that under General Terms of Participation in the ZAO "Expocentr" Exhibition Complex, the Customer must clear the exhibition area upon the end of time fixed for exhibition dismantling:

7.8.1. «EWT» shall be ready to provide (if freely available) storage area to keep cargo in store until the time will be agreed on which vehicles can be submitted at Customer's expense.

7.8.2. On agreement with the exhibition promoter the Customer, at his own expense, may keep cargo in store in the pavilion.

8. INSURANCE AND RESPONSIBILITIES.

8.1. The Customer shall independently insure his cargo against all risks, including demurrages of vehicles and possible storage periods.

8.2. «EWT» shall assume no responsibility for demurrages, damage of cargo, other losses and expenses if the cargo has been incorrectly packed, handled, addressed, documented, declared, improperly signed by the sender or by the Customer's representative, or if the Customer's representative failed to arrive in time to the exhibition area to present cargo for customs clearance procedure due to which the cargo could not be unloaded (loaded) in good time.

8.3. «EWT» responsibility shall be terminated once the cargo is installed by the stand (pavilion) no matter whether the Customer is present or not.

8.4. In case of return transportation or delivery to a warehouse, «EWT» responsibility shall begin from the moment the cargo has been factually accepted by the stand (pavilion).

8.5. «EWT» shall assume no responsibility for damage caused to the cargo in transit, when storing it in the open-air (if such storage was agreed or if no other storage was possible under the circumstances), nor shall it assume any responsibility for improperly packed cargo, cargo without packing or packed in a emties unsuitable for cargo nature, for shortage of goods inside the packages, taken/given in intact empties or when handling cargo in bulk.

8.6. The Customer shall be obliged to advise «EWT» in good time about delivery of perishable products or products that might cause damage to other cargo, objects or structures, people or animals. Should such advice be absent or comes untimely, the Customer shall be responsible for any and all losses resulting therefrom, even if there is no fault on the Customer's part.

8.7. In connection with «EWT» claims applicable to the Customer with respect to the fulfilment of these conditions, commissions or other contractual provisions, «EWT» shall have the right to detain cargo or other values until «EWT» is paid the remuneration and indemnities due to it for the losses incurred by «EWT» in the interests of the Customer.

9. OTHER PROVISIONS.

9.1. «EWT» shall not be obliged to verify the authenticity of signatures affixed on the notices, other written documents presented by the Customer.

9.2. Accepting the Customer's order for transportation-forwarding services «EWT» shall neither be obliged to check the quantity, weight or conditions of the cargo, nor shall it take the cargo under its supervision.

9.3. Should proper instructions be insufficient or absent, «EWT» may, guided by the Customer's interests, act at liberty, particularly in choosing ways and means of delivery or storing the cargo. 

9.4. Extra works and services, uncovered by these terms, may be rendered by «EWT» on the basis of a single order from the Customer and under the conditions stipulated in each separate case. In this «EWT» should confirm in writing that the Customer's individual order is accepted. Such confirmation shall be regarded as an agreement.

9.5. «EWT» shall reserve the right that amendments may be introduced into these terms. The relationships in-between «EWT» and the Customer, existing under the terms, can be extended, changed and supplemented in the agreements concluded between the parties.

9.6. Any questions that have not been settled, or settled partially in these terms, shall be decided in conformity with Russian legislation provisions.
